TA couple called into ministry is common in
Christian circles; however, the relationship
between Kevin and Marnie Freeman is any-
thing but commonplace.

The second painting is based on a
story told by Attorney General Ashcroft
about the day he was to be sworn in to the
United States Senate.

Kevin also felt they would have the oppor-
tunity to present this painting to Attorney
General Ashcroft personally. The couple
received confirmation when Marnie received
a call from the Placer County California
Republican Party to design their invitation
for their spring gala. Their theme was One
Nation Under God and the guest speaker
would-be Attorney General Ashcroft. Not
only would the painting be used as the sym-
bol for the gala, but the second painting

would be presented to the
guest speaker.

One Nation Under God has
become a symbol for the ris-

ing movement in California fighting the
court rulings to remove “under God” from
the pledge. The fight against such rulings is
heated in the school districts of California,
and Kevin and Marnie are working hard to
make a bold statement. The couple is raising
funds to print t-shirts with the One Nation
Under God painting on the front and the
words “Keep our pledge intact!” on the back.
They want to send these shirts to California
students free of charge to be worn on the
same day in the districts affected by the
courts ruling. This will create a bold state-
ment aimed at getting lawmakers attention.

Marnie has written an article for her web-
site titled “Why it is so important to remain
one nation under God.” In this article
Marnie is very passionate about America’s
need for God and our need to know our
Christian heritage. In the article she says,
“By teaching students that we are one nation
under God, we are giving them the basis to
not only preserve their heritage but also their
future liberty.”

Kevin has revelations on more
paintings for Marnie to begin
work. The painting Gift of Life is
a salvation message through the
depiction of the birth of Jesus.
Marnie speaks of the many gifts
of life she has received - the first
being her own life and the sec-
ond the rebirth of salvation. The
next gift came in the life of her
marriage, in the oneness of a
godly couple. She said the gift
of life presented itself twice in
the births of her daughters.

Another painting in the near
future will be Prayer for the Peace
of Jerusalem.
